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Rules for using Ravi font family 

§ Ravi font collection is considered a Proprietary software. Designer (Reza Bakhtiarifard) and 

fontiran.com own this software. 

§ After purchasing this product, you are not permitted to duplicate, distribute, or modify the files. 

(Copying files will only be permitted for creating a backup version.) 

§ To use Ravi fonts, there are two necessary conditions. 

3) First, fonts’ files must be purchased by the user from fontiran.com. 

4) Second, for each product or project (website, software, journal, etc.), the appropriate 

license must be issued. 

Further Details: 

So long as the file is not transferred out of your pc and there is no need for copying or sharing the 

font file, you do not need to register the license (it suffices to purchase and install it on the pc). 

However, for using the font in a setting where more than one person use the font, it is necessary to 

obtain the legal license. 

Furthermore, for projects such as websites or software which require copying the font within the 

project and uploading it on the server, obtaining the license is necessary in accordance with the 

commercial level and type of duplication. 

For detailed information about the type and level of use as well as the corresponding licenses, read 

the rest of the rules. 

 

Note: 

§ Websites and software applications that upload the fonts or install them on the computers or 

mobile phones of their customers without inserting license code and FontLicense.txt file, will be 

considered as violators and illegal distributors of Iran fonts. 

 

Five licenses have been provided for Ravi font. After purchasing, you can simply enter the user 

panel and register them. 



 

 

 

 1-  Noncommercial license 

§ If your use of Ravi fonts is nonprofit (creates no revenue), this license is suitable for you. 

§ Noncommercial license is free, but its issuance is necessary in order for your usage to be legal. 

§ If you have produced a product for commercial purposes but it is at the market introduction 

stage, you can temporarily use the free license. 

§ Software programs that have revenues through in-app payments or advertisement are 

considered as commercial apps. 

 

2- Commercial license for small projects 

§ Commercial license is issued in the name of each product (separately and exclusively) and not 

in the name of the owner company or the contractor. 

§ If the type of the graphics product you are designing is personal, has no investor, and the 

business scope is limited, this license is suitable for your product. 

§ Startups that have attracted investment are not considered small business, even if they are not 

still profitable. 

 

3-  Commercial license for big projects 

§ Commercial license is issued in the name of each product (separately and exclusively) and not 

in the name of the owner company or the contractor. 

§ If you intend to use data fonts in projects related to famous or big brands, it is necessary to 

obtain this license for them. 

§ (the smallness or bigness of a product is determined based on the fame of the brand and the 

scope of that brand’s business. However, in cases where this distinction is not clear, final 

decision is made by the customer.) 

 

 

4-  Commercial/legal license 

§ If you are a company, institution, organization, or a press office (including all kinds of journals 

published periodically) and you need to use these fonts in various intra-organizational projects 



 

 

and products (including journals, websites, mobile applications, commercial campaigns, printed 

items) or install them on a number of devices to be used by different users, you must purchase a 

commercial/legal license. 

§ This license is only issued in the name of one company or organization and merely for intra-

organizational products and usages. (e.g. all the media of an organization, such as websites, 

mobile applications, journals, commercial campaigns, environmental graphics, etc.) 

§ If the manager or the design team of the company are transferred, this license is not transferred 

to the other company. 

§ The designers working at the purchasing company are not permitted to use the license of their 

company or organization in independent projects. 

§ Holding this license does not mean that web and software design companies are permitted to 

use Ravi fonts in their projects unlimitedly. (These companies must obtain a separate license for 

each contracting project and in the name of the product, or purchase an unlimited license.) 

    

5-  Special license for templates for sale 

§ If you have designed a template and want to sell it in large numbers, for each one, you must 

create a license for your customers so that you may deliver the font along with the template to 

the customer. However, since this was difficult for template designers, upon their request, this 

type of license was created. 

§ By inserting the 6-characters code of this license into the template, your customers can use the 

licensed font in their websites without paying the cost. 

§ This license is registered in the name of the template and its seller. 

 

 

6-  Unlimited license 

§ These services refer to websites and software applications that are capable of generating pages 

and any and all media, now known or hereinafter developed. 

§ By purchasing this license (provided that the name of the company is mentioned as the 

producer of the product), website and software designing companies can also make unlimited 

use of the font in their contracting projects. 

§ By purchasing this license (provided that the name of the producer is mentioned in the 

template), template designers can also use the font in an unlimited number of templates. 



 

 

§ In case of tools such as Farsi writers, text editors, etc. that make it possible to use the font in 

order to create graphics files, it is necessary to obtain the unlimited license in order to use the 

font. 

 

How to use licensed fonts in dynamic media 

§ If software applications and website templates allow users to access Ravi fonts, the purchaser 

must inform the users of his software of the limitations and regulations of using Ravi fonts. (In 

case of negligence in this regard, the owner of the software will be held accountable for possible 

violations related to illegal duplication of the fonts.) 

Designers of dynamic media, such as websites and applications, must take the following measures: 

1) After inserting the 5-characters license code, place the FontLicense.txt next file (available in 

the delivered package) next to the font files. 

2)! Write the following sentence and the 5-characters license code in the line before the font 

replacement code (in CSS file).
